ADVICE FOR PATIENTS WITH SORBSAN DRESSING AFTER SKIN SURGERY

1. Please leave dressing in place for three days after surgery. Try to keep the wound dry during this period. (A scab will form underneath the dressing and will continue to do so until the healing process is complete). If the area is painful, take Paracetamol rather than Aspirin.

2. If severe pain or redness develop at the site of the wound, this may be suggestive of an infection and you may need to contact your own doctor for a course of antibiotics
3. If bleeding starts, keep constant pressure on the area for at least 15 minutes without removing the dressing. This will control the bleeding in the majority of cases but if this persists you may need to seek medical help.
4. If the area is painful, take Paracetamol rather than Aspirin.

5. If you develop severe pain, redness or tenderness, this may be assign of infection and you may need to contact your doctor for a course of antibiotics.
